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AGREEMENT

Reciprocal Transport Agreement between the Government of Moharastra and the
Government of Madhya Pradesh

This agreement is made this 1st day of February ih the year TWO THOUSAND SEVEN btween the Governor
of State of Madhya Pradesh exercising executive powers of the Government of State of Madhya Pradesh hereinafter
refermed 1o as Government of Madhya Pradesh (which expression shall unless repugmant 10 the context or meanmg there
of, be deemed 1o include his successors in official assigns) of the one pant and the Governor of State of Mahurastra
sxercising execative powers of the Government of State of Maharastru heremafter referred 10 as the Government of
Maharastra (which expression shall unless repugnant 1o the contexl or meaning these of. be deemed to include his
tnccessors 1 official assigns) of the Other part.
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Wieneas in view of the rapid economic development of the country and the contiguity of the State of Madhya
Pradesh and Maharastra, it was considered expedient to encouraze the long distance Inter State Transport of Passangers
and Goods betweea the siad two States and to regulate, co-ondinate and controd their operation, the said parties execute
a Recipzocal Transport Agreement.

It is now agreed by and between the above parties s follows :—

That this Reciprocal Transport Agreement shall be enforced from the 1st of the March 2007 and shall be valid
till such time 85 a new agreement h:lwm the two States is arrived at or reviewed or the existing
one is rescined after issue of six months notice on either side.

From the coming into force of this agreement, all previous bilaferal agreements in the matter of road transport
between the State of Madhya Pradesh and Maharastra shall stand superceded. ,H.

1.  Taxation.—(a) There shall be single point Motor, Vehicle Tax in the reciprocating State in respect of stage
carnages covered by substantive permits or temporary permits issued duning the pendency of renewals of substantive
permits under Section 87(1){d) of the Motor Vehicles Act. 1988, within the aoréed route and countersigned by
other State. There shall be tax on passenger leviable under Bombay Motor Vehicle (Taxation of Passengers) Acr, 1958,
which will be on the basis of 70% load factor of seating capacity of the pasimgerweh:ck_

(b) Goods carriages plying on substantive permits or lemporary permns issued during the pem’-cmy of renewal
of substantive permits under Section S7(1Hd) of the M. V. Act. 1988 within the agreed quota and countersigned by other
State, shall be-exempted on single pomt tax basis in other State as under—

(i If the poods carmages belongs 1w the State of Madhya Fradesh Motor Vehicles Tax of Maharastra Sute
shall be liable to pay for a period of one year in advance and the countersignature shall be valid for
that period only; ] '

(i1 If the godds carriases belonas 10 the State of Maharastra Motor Vehicle Tax exemption is fixed from
time 10 time by the Government of Madhya Pradesh shall be granted in Madhya Pradesh and the
balance {e.e. M.V, Tax minus concessional exemption) amound of Motor Vehicle Tax shall be payvable
for a period of one year in advance and the countersignature shall be valid for that period only. The
aforesaid exemption shall hereinafier be called "Reciprocal Tax Exemption™.

{c) Explanation.—For the purpose of this agreememt—{(1) The wonds “Single Point Motor Vehicle Tax™ in
respect of a stage camiages covered with a daly countersigned penmits means:—

(i) In the case of stage caminge of Mudhya Pradesh, liability of payment of Motor Vehicle Tax in
Home State, but exemption from Motor Vehicle Tax in the State of Maharastra. However, passanger
tux of Maharastra shall be payable on the basis of 70% load Factor of seating capacity of the
prassenger vehicle.

(1) In the ease of stage carringes of Maharastra the lability of pavment of Motor Vehicle Tax (Road
Tax) in Home State alongwith the liability of payment of Motor Viehicle Tax in Madhya Pradesh
of concessional rate applicable to the siage carringes of other State plyving under a reciprocal
agreement as provided in the Madhya Pradesh Motorvan Raradhan Adhiniyam, 199].

(2) The word “Domtble Poist Tax Basis™ m respect of a Motor Vichicle means the Hability of pavment of
all the taxes includine Motor Vehicle Tax/Toll in both States.

2 Mode of Payment of Taxes—3) The pernit issumg authonity shall ensure that all taves of the reciprocating
state are paid im advance by Demand Praft drawn on any natiopalised bank befiore any temporary permits or special
permit is issued. In respect of T. P. the payment of tax of the reciprocating state 15 to be paid a1 border checkpost and
the demand draft should be made to be drawn at Mumbai/Gwalior as the case may be. Both States can authorise any
Bank to collect the concerned Demand Drafls disectly from the R. T O, Offices in respect of the issued permits for
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their State.

(¢} Copies of all tempocary permits and special permits together with Demand Draft drawn on the nationafised
bank and other relevant information in the following proformia shall immediately be sent @ the Secretary, State Tramspont
Authority, Madhya Pradesh. Gwalior and in the case of Maharastra, copies of such Temporary Permits! Special Permits
shall be sent 1o the  Secretary, State Transpon Authority. Maharastra State, Mombai alongwith Demand Prafis at monthly
intervals in the following proforma:—

3 Goods carriages (Substantive Permits).—{a} It is agreed that the permits for a wtal 12000 (Twelve
Thousand) Goods carriages belonging to each State shall be coumersigned by the State Transpott Authority of the
reciprocating State on the recommendations of the State/Regional Transpont Authority concerned of the Home
State on single pom: x basis. Such countersignature shall be granted by each siate on either side of the National
and State Highways to enable the vehicle to caker 1o the need of the community of that area.

{b) The poods camages operating under counter signature shall not be vsed for picking vp and settins
down of goods between any two poinis laying exclusively within the ternitory of the reciprocating State, that is o
say in such cases vehicles shall be prohibited from carryving on any business of transporting poods exclosively
within the termiory of the countersigning State and shall be subject o such conditions as the concerned Transport
Authority may decm fit to impose under Section 72 and 84 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988,

{c) The goods camiage which are more than B years old. unless running on CNG/LPG are not allowed 1o
enter the city of Mumbal, as per orders of the Hon'ble High Court, Bombay in the case W. P No. 1762/1999.
8 years condition is also applicable o all transport vehicles viz. A/R Taxi, Passenger Buses, Goods Girringe:

d. Goods Carriage (Temporary Permits) There is no restriction on Temporary Permits.—(n) Subject to
the concurrence of Both the State Transport Authorities, goods carfioge lemparary permits as per need may by
issued for a period not exceeding 30 days by either State in accordance with the provision of Section 87(1) or
§7(2) of the Motor Vehicle Act, 1988 except on prohibited routes in the reciprocating State, without any restriction
on the number of trips and without countersignature of the Transport Aothority of reciprocating State. on the
double point tax basis. However the good cornage from Madhya Pradesh State which are more than 8 vears old
are nol allowed - enter the city of Mumbar BSD. -

(b} These permits shall be issued subject to the following conditions -—

(7] that no goods shall be picked or set down between any two points lying wholly within the
juriediction of the reciprocatine Sinte e such sehicle shall be prohibited from exclusivelv within
the teriary 'of the other Star.

5.  Cootract Carriage Motor Cab (Temporary Permits) & Private Service Vehicles.—a) Subject o
the provision of clause 10(A) contract carriage motor cabs lemporary permils may be issued as per need by the
Swute Tronspor -Authority of one State for o specified route connecling the specified terminals 10 the reciprocating
State without the requirement of countersignature by the Transport Authority of the rediprocating State. The
villidity of such temporary permit shall not be exceed 4 period of thirty days. Motor Vehicle Tax on such
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lemporary permit payable 1o the other State shall be paid in advance through a Demand Draft. Such temporary
permits shall be subject to the condition that the vehicle shall be hired by a single party valid of the permit issued

7. Stage Carriage Services,—The following General Principles are agreed o — N

(it} The Inter State routes for operation of Stage c:n'rmgn‘i s agreed wpon shall be as shown in the
Appendix 'A’, 'B' and 'C"

{b) The total service distance shall, as far a5 possible be equally distributed between the two State so
as to maintain parity.

(<) A trip for the purpose of this sgreement will mean one single trip. The route mentioned in
Appendix "A”, ‘B’ and 'C” shall always mean the shortest direct route connecting terminals lying
in the two Sumtes through via mentioned and any discrepancy discovered latter in the mileage/
Kms. shown in the said Appendix shall promptly be comected through comespondence between
the two State Transport Authornties and shall oot be treated as modification of the agreement.

1] Any extznsion of the portion of the mier State route incleded in the appendix "A°, B .and 'C
which lics exclusively in one State mav be made by the Transport Authority of that Siate @
respect of services run by operators of that State withoul prior consuftation with the Transport
Authority of the other State and the fact shall be intimated o the State Transport Authonity of
the other State.

fe) Where in the old reciprocity, the route is apreed what in the subsequent feciprocity, it has been
modificd by giving extension, the route agreed in the old reciprocity shall be treated as agreed
route in revised reciprocity tll permits for extension is granted by the permit granting authority.

i The initial time table shall be fixed by the permit granting authority only after getting NOC of
the other States.

(2l The maximum fare and freight chargesble shall be as preseribed by the respective Stnte Government
for the operation of routes lying within the territory of each State. The form of tickets issued in
vne State shall be deemed 1o be valid in the other Stle.

(h) For the -purpose of respective Motor Vehicle Taxation Acts of both the Stites and Rules of the
reciprociting State. the fleet owners of the one Stute shall be recopnized o< fleet owners of the
other Stares,

(i) The opcration of the stuge carmisees on the inter state route as per appendin "A', ‘B’ and 'C shall
be on sinche poumt Motor Vehicle Tax as provided in clause | of this asteement

i It i5 agre=d that the 5.T.Us; of both the =tates shall be allowed o divert/curtail services as per
traffic ¥ ssenpers need on the mutes incorporatesd in the reciprocal transport agreement subject to
the appr val of the Stale Transpont Authority of the home state. This can be done by consulting
the S.T.1° of the other Stale.

8. Recovery of ‘rrears—The Trinsport Authority of Home Stales granting permit (o stage camiages,
contract carriages, goods carriages or other permit shall assist in the recovery of tines and arrears of reciprocating
states'in all possible manner.

9. Rules.—Vehicle of one State plying in the other Stawe shall be governed by the rules and regulation
fexcept the provision relnung 1o paying of fees and raxes) of the home State.
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10, General—General Concurrence for issue of Temporary permits =—

£a) Section B&(7) of the Moter Viehicle Act, 1988 provides that notwithstanding anything contamed: in
Sectien 88(1), a resional Transport Authority: of ‘one region may issue a temporary permit under
Section 87 to be valid an-anether State, with the concurrence even generally or for the: particufar
eceasion of the siae Toznport Anthority of that other State.

It ‘is hereby agreed the State Transport Authorities of both the States may accords genioral
concuwrrenee under Section 88(7) of the MV Act, 1988 for the issue-of the temporany permits for
zoods cammiaze and wunliast carrinees (Omini buses and Motar Cabs) in pursuanee of Clauses 4, 3
and 6 of (his agreenent, 48 per necd wiitwut the reqpirement of countersignature under Section
B8(1) of the Motor Vehicle Act, 108¢

(b} Fhe reciprocating S.io el decord veeonition Wy e okentivaissimion certificats, = re-lognsrs

licenses Transport Vehicles AuthorisationsBadgess certineate of Tiuess in respect of the vehicies
phving in-accerdance with the terms of this agreement.

(e The Grass load of vehicle shall not exceed the maximum permissible gross vehiele weight in the
respaciive states and conditions in this respect be impozed while countersiening the permits,

fdi Any restriction imposed by the signatory State in its territory under Section 115 of the Motor
Vehicle Act, 1983 shall equally apply to vehicles of both the States.

(&} Both the State can play any of the vehicle of their feect, which meludes any velmele owned by
ST on lease and 1t should be indorsed by competent authority of the Statel

(£ The new routes and trips can be added in the future with the consent of both the Secretary/
Principal Secretary of the States-and this will be deemed as part of the Reciprocal Agreement.

(g After closure of the MPRTC the nominees of Madhya Pradesh State may play on the routes
which are reserved for 5.T.U of Madhva Pradesh.

{h) Colour scheme prescribed by State Transport Authority shall be applicable for the stige carriaze
vehicles being plied as Madhya Pradesh Government nominee.

(i) Both States have expressed concern about poliution by motor vehicles. In view of orders passed
by Hon'ble Supreme Court in MC Mehta v/s Union of India and others AIR 2002 SC 1696, and
in- Indore Tempo Union w/s Govt. of M. P in WP No. 25198-25199/2005 order dated
I7th JTuly, 2006 and order passed by Ilonble Hizh Coort Membaw in WP 1762/199 and order
passed by M. P. High Court, Indore in WP No. [0T2006, dated 20-1-2007 it is agreed upon,

(1) that no permit will be issued or countersigned by Sny a2 soy padszaee sehicles, which 5 more tlian
10 year old from the date of registration.

{2) that in case of goods vehicle the above mentioned age limit will be 12 years from the date of registration,

() The routes which also cover third state apart from agreeing states will remain in R. A, However the
permits for such routes will anly be issued only afier the consent of the third State.
